1. Intelligent traffic controller using RFID 

 Traffic congestion is controlled by intelligent signal. RFID tags are placed in the Vehicles and it is sensed in the signal. At particular time all the tags are read and based on no of vehicles signal is enabled.
2. Smart Parking System using RFID

The entry of the vehicle is monitored by RFID based technology and available slot is given to the vehicle.

3. Vehicle Monitoring using RFID and Web cam

RFID reader and web cam is placed in the Cab and the tags are placed in different locations for area indication. While roaming the reader gets the area information from the tags and inside happenings collected from camera then both are connected to the main monitoring server through net.

4. GSM based Home automation

Home appliances are controlled through GSM module and microcontroller unit. By sending SMS or Specific number and code numbers the devices are monitored and switched on /off.

5. e-Farms enabled through RFID:

Active RFID tags with sensors are erected in different places of the farm. Day to day collected data chart is sent to research experts for opinion based their suggestion, action chart is generated then the process is implemented through automated way with full efficiency.

6. RFID Traffic violation informer for accident free Nation:

Active RFID tag is integrated with acceleration sensor, smoke sensor, Engine oil, Fuel, break, Alcohol sensor, Air pressure sensor and programmed with Vehicle data base like Owner name, RC book details and Insurance details. It is placed inside every vehicle and whenever it passes the signal the data is collected through reader for Traffic violation prosecution. It will give perfect solution for accident control.
